Annie Elizabeth wherein I hereby confirm to her I give all my estate at Ashtead
and all other my real and personal estate whatsoever & wheresoever except what

I otherwise dispose of by this my Will Unto my Trustee Upon Trust to sell

call in & convert into money the same and out of the money to arise thereby
in the first place to pay my funeral & testamentary expenses & debts and the

mortgages and all charges on my said real estate and in the next place to

pay to my daughter the said Annie Elizabeth One thousand pounds and all other

legacies given by this my Will and the to invest the sum of £5,000 (Five

thousand pounds) in such investments as my Trustees shall in their absolute

discretion think fit And I declare that my Trustees shall stand possessed of the 

said sum of £5,000 & the investments thereof & the annual income thereof upon

Trust to pay the said income to my said Wife during her life without power

of anticipation and after her death then as the capital and income thereof 

Upon Trust for all or any of my Children or Child by my said Wife who being

male attain the age of 21 years or being daughters or a daughter attain that 

age or marry and if more than one in equal shares as tenants in common
And if there shall be no Child who attains a vested interest therein then I give

the same & the investments & income thereof to all my Children by my former

marriage who shall be living at the death of my Wife in equal shares I

empower my Trustees at any time and from time to time after the death of my

Wife at their discretion and during her life with her consent in writing to raise

any part or parts not exceeding together one half of the expectant presumptive

or vested share of any Child of mine under the Trusts hereinbefore declared and

to pay or to apply the same for the education advancement or benefit of such Child 

as my Trustees think proper. I give to my said son George William Two hundred 

pounds to my son Norman Edward presently residing in Texas Three hundred 

pounds. And I give the residue of the money to arise by such sale &

conversion as aforesaid to all my Children by my said Wife Martha Elizabeth

who being male shall attain twenty one years of age or being female shall
attain that age or marry. And if more than one equally between them And 

I declare that my Trustees sahll have absolute discretionary power to

postpone the sale and conversion of my real and personal estate or any

part thereof & to retain the same in its actual state of investment 
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for such period as they shall in their ____ discretion think expedient

without being responsible for any loss that may be occasioned thereby and until

sale of my real estate my Trustees may grant building or any other leases of the 
same or any part thereof and may enter into any agreement or agreements for

the development of my Ashtead Estate as a Building Estate or otherwise and

shall have absolute power to manage the same in such manner in all respects

as they think fit & as if they were the absolute owners thereof And I 

direct that the rents profits & income to accrue from & after my decease of &

from such parts of my estates as shall be for the time being remain unsold

& unconverted shall after payment thereout of all necessary outgoings be applied

required to be done in executing the Trust hereof including the receipt &
